SECTION B - STATEMENT OF WORK

The character and scope of the work are set forth in the contract. The Contractor shall furnish
and install all materials required by this contract.

In case of differences between small and large-scale drawings, the latter will govern. Where a

portion of the work is drawn in detail and the remainder of the work is indicated in outline, the
parts drawn in detail shall apply also to all other portions of the work.

1. DESCRIPTION

The US Embassy Djibouti is seeking a professional contractor service to supply and install two
vertical (above ground) raw water tanks of 25,000 liters at the Chief Mission Residence (CMR).
The Contractor shall provide all personnel, equipment, tools, material, transportation to perform
this project. All the work shall be in accordance with National Electrical Code (NEC), OSHA
and OBO IBC for compliance. Construction shall be abided by all the Embassy rules and

regulations including security and safety regulations.
2. THE PROJECT WORK INCLUDES:

2.1. Supply and install reinforced concrete pad for raw water tanks.
2.2. Supply and install two water tanks of 25,000 liters.
2.3. Supply and install roof and decorative fence for the tanks.
24. Supply and install booster pumps, lights, and miscellaneous electrical accessories
for the tank’s areas.
2.5. Decommission and demolish the old building.
3. SCOPE
3.1. PRIOR TO IMPLEMENTATION

3.1.1. Submit to the CO and/or COR within 5 days of Notice to Proceed, document

submittal package that includes:

3.1.1.1. A list of all employees who will be working on this project including full
name (as shown on ID), ID number, and ID type (passport, Djiboutian ID,

etc.).

3.1.1.2. A list of all major equipment (trucks, cranes, etc.) to be used on this

project.

3.1.2. Contractor is strongly encouraged to visit/inspect the site prior to estimating and
submitting a bid. The Contractor is responsible for ascertaining pertinent existing
conditions, verifying existing dimensions(s) or areas, determining all material

quantities required and labor requirements.

3.1.3. The contractor shall become familiar with the site and have any questions
answered and issues resolved to their satisfaction prior to submitting a bid; failure to
do so, will not relieve the contractor from the responsibility for successfully
performing and completing the work without additional expense to the US

EMBASSY.



3.1.4. The contractor shall bring all sources of utilities like Water and Power because
the embassy will not provide.
3.1.5. The Contractor will not be allowed to use the job site restroom facility.

3.2. PRE-CONSTRUCTION MEETING
3.2.1. After the Contractor's receipt of the Notice to Proceed, after all construction
submittals have been approved, and prior to the start of work, a meeting will be held
between the CO, COR, and the Contractor at US EMBASSY to discuss provisions
of the contract documents and to coordinate the work effort. The Contractor's job
site Superintendent is required to attend.

3.3. IMPLEMENTATION
3.3.1. SUPPLY AND INSTALL REINFORCED CONCRETE PAD FOR WATER
TANKS

3.3.1.1.  The contractor shall use the latest OBO ICS 2024 chapter 16, IBC and
ACI for Structural Design.

3.3.1.2.  The contractor shall secure the entry of work areas with traffic barriers or
safety cones to ensure the work area is safe before starting.

3.3.1.3.  The contractor shall survey the existing site conditions prior to the start of
work to document the locations and types of aboveground and underground
site utilities and landscaping.

3.3.1.4.  Thoroughly clean up the work area at the end of each day’s work, and at
completion of the project. Leave premises clean and free of waste, scrap, used
equipment, or other material intentionally or incidentally delivered to the site
by Contractor or Contractor’s personnel.

3.3.1.5.  The Contractor shall preserve and protect all structures, equipment, and
vegetation (such as trees, shrubs, and grass) on or adjacent to the work site not
to be removed and do not unreasonably interfere with the work required under
this contract. the contractor shall restore all existing structures, equipment,
utilities, and vegetation that are damaged or destroyed by the construction
activities at no cost to the Government.

3.3.1.6.  The Contractor shall coordinate with the Facility Department for parking,
material storage, temporary restroom facilities, and any other needs for the
work. Public access to the facility shall not be impaired.

3.3.1.7.  The Contractor shall assume sole responsibility for safety of all persons on
or about the construction site, in accordance with applicable laws and codes.
Guard all material in accordance with the safety provisions according to
OSHA.

3.3.1.8.  All work areas shall be kept clean and free of safety hazards.

3.3.1.9.  Contractor shall place visible signs indication hazard work zones.

3.3.1.10. All trash shall be removed from the work areas and will be completely
removed from the site at the end of the day.

3.3.1.11. The contractor shall prepare the designated site of project priory to start.



3.3.1.12. The contractor shall excavate the area of the project one meter below the
ground level. Back fill the area, prepare, grade, and compact subbase.

3.3.1.13. The contractor shall install the reinforcing bars and spacing of #5, two
layers, 12” o.c.

3.3.1.14. The contractor shall install two layers of the mesh of the reinforcement
with vapor retardant.

3.3.1.15. The contractor shall install a concrete pad of 30cm above the ground.

3.3.2. SUPPLY AND INSTALL TWO TANKS OF 25,000 LITERS
3.3.2.1.  The contractor should supply two raw water tanks of 25,000 liters and
with the following specifications:

3.3.2.1.1. Corrosion free and easy for transportation and installation
3.3.2.1.2. Thermal insulation property and environment friendly.

3.3.2.1.3. Seismic design to suit Djibouti zone.

3.3.2.14. Both tanks should have two inlets supply and discharge.

3.3.2.1.5. Both tanks should have mechanical flow switch.

3.3.2.1.6. The tanks should be rated for outdoor use and extreme weather

condition maxim 60*C.

3.3.2.1.7. UV resistance.

3.3.2.1.8. Higher pressure rating.

3.3.2.1.9. Both tanks should be fiberglass tanks.

3.3.2.1.10.  Both tanks should have an appropriate outlet for draining and
overflow that matches the capacity of the system.

3.3.2.1.11.  Both tanks should have for redundancy a utility bypass supply line
separate from utility pump. See appendix for more details.

3.3.2.1.12. Both the system pump and the utility pump shall have redundancy
(N+1).

3.3.2.1.13. The raw water tank needs to comply with OBO Plumbing Code
and components (especially coatings) be NSF certified.

3.3.2.1.14. The contractor shall consider the following factors when designing
tanks and selecting construction materials:
3.3.2.1.14.1. High salt concentration and very corrosive soil
3.3.2.1.14.2. Shallow groundwater table
3.3.2.1.14.3. Finished surface slope min 1% on impervious and min 2%
unpaved/pervious area drain requirement
3.3.2.1.14.4. Access ports to be located at above 100 yr flood elevation

3.3.3. SUPPLY, INSTALL ROOF AND DECORATIVE FENCE
3.3.3.1. Roof
3.3.3.1.1. The contractor should design and provide metallic structure roof
that can withstand with a wind of 102.9 km/h (46m/s), reference based on
the OBO ICS 2024
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3.3.3.1.2. Roof and support structure must be galvanized metal or stainless
steel to comply with OBO Corrosion Resistant requirements. Roofing and
supports must be finished to match colors of existing metal on site.

3.3.3.1.3. The roof should have a storm drain systems.
3.3.3.1.4. The roof metallic should be connected to the electrical grounding
system.

3.3.3.2. Decorative fence

3.3.3.2.1. The contractor should design a fence higher enough to the roof
with pedestrian gate and lock mechanism.

3.3.3.2.2. The decorative fence should be the same design as the main
building and outdoor equipment. See appendix for more details.

3.3.4.1.1. The contractor should modify the existing plumbing installation
without interruption of operation inside the compound.

3.3.4.1.2. The contractor should design and inter-connect the new installation
with the existing pipes.

3.3.4.1.3. All the plumbing fixtures should be outdoor rated, corrosive
resistant and rust free.

3.3.4.14. All piping and materials should be fabricated to meet NSF 60 / 61
or equivalent standard. This standard ensures that material used in the
system is safe for contact with domestic water.

provision of adequate treatment if needed to ensure the water is suitable
for its intended purpose.

3.3.5.1.2.2. Weatherproof and rust-free materials.
3.3.5.1.2.3. Designed for saltwater environment.
3.3.5.1.24. System pressure 3 Bars.
3.3.5.1.2.5. The pump should be pressure controlled.
3.3.5.1.2.6. Variable speed/drive-controlled pump.
3.3.5.1.2.7. The pump should have a dry running protection en case of
both storage tanks are empty.
3.3.5.1.2.8. The pump should have a check valve on the discharge side.
3.3.5.1.2.9. Additional protection for stopping the pump by low level
float switch inside both tanks.
3.3.5.1.2.10. The voltages and frequency should be 230/400V and 50
Hz.
3.3.5.2.  Utility Pump
3.3.5.2.1. The utility pump is used to transfer the raw water directly from

main utility pipe to both storage tanks of 25,000 liters. The pump will be
controlled the high- and low-level flow switch inside both tanks.

3.3.5.2.2. The contractor should design, supply and install the utility pump

with the following requirements:

3.3.5.2.2.1. Rated for outdoor application and corrosive environment.

3.3.5.2.2.2. Weatherproof and rust-free materials.

3.3.5.2.2.3. Designed for saltwater environment.

3.3.5.2.24. System pressure 0 to 3 Bars

3.3.5.2.2.5. Variable speed/drive-controlled pump.

3.3.5.2.2.6. The pump should have a dry running protection in case of
utility water outage.

3.3.5.2.2.7. The pump should have another additional protection by
water presence sensor.

3.3.5.2.2.8. The pump should start and stop automatically in presence
of utility water.

3.3.5.2.2.0. The pump should have a pressure discharge indicator
gauge.

3.3.5.2.2.10. The pump should have a check valve.

3.3.5.2.2.11. The voltages and frequency should be 230/400V and 50
Hz.

Electrical Light For Storage Tanks
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3.3.5.3.1. The contractor should install five of LED flooded light to
illuminate the storage tanks area during the night. The light should be
weatherproof and controlled automatically by photocell switch. Manual
override switch should be installed by the contractor.

3.3.5.4. Electrical Power Socket

3.3.54.1. The electrical components need to comply with OBO Electrical
Requirements. The GFCI protection must have trip level of less than 10
mA.

3.3.54.2. The contractor should provide and install two dual power sockets
for maintenance purpose. Dual socket should have the following
requirement:

3.3.54.3. Type E socket and rated at 230v 16A, see appendix for more
details.

3.3.5.5. Main Electrical Panel.

3.3.5.5.1.2. The contractor should provide an electrical panel with the

following requirements:

3.3.5.5.1.2.1. Circuit 1 for system pump.
3.3.5.5.1.2.2. Circuit 2 for utility pump.
3.3.5.5.1.2.3. Circuit 3 for lights circuit.
3.3.5.5.1.2.4. Circuit 4 for power sockets.
3.3.5.5.1.2.5. Circuit 5 for spare circuit of 16 Amp single phases.
3.3.5.5.1.2.6. Circuit 6 for spare circuit of 32 Amp single phases.
3.3.5.5.1.2.7. Circuit 7 for spare circuit auxiliary connection like police

guard booth.
3.3.5.5.1.2.8. Circuit 8 for spare 32 Amp, three phases.

3.3.5.5.1.3. The contractor should provide and install a ground pit with
all the necessary connection and accessories.

3.3.5.5.14. The ground resistance should be less than 25 ohms; if not,
then the contractor should correct and decrease the value.

3.3.5.5.1.5. The panel should be weatherproof and outdoor rated.

3.3.5.5.1.6. The panel should be located inside the fence of the storage
tanks.

3.3.5.5.1.7. The contractor should design, supply and install the main

feeder cable from the utility room to the storage tanks panel
according the latest standard and practice of NEC.

3.3.5.5.1.8. The contractor will be responsible to excavate the trench
and buried the main feeder cable according to National Electrical
Code (NEC)
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3.3.5.5.1.9. The feeder cable should be protected with Schedule 80

PVC pipe and installed.

3.3.5.5.1.10. The contractor should design, supply and install a circuit
breaker from both side of the feeder.

3.3.55.1.11. The contractor should, core drill, excavate and etc... to

connect with the existing utility MDP. The contractor should
coordinate with the COR for power shutdown.
3.3.5.5.1.12. All the underground pipes should be PVC and schedule 80
and all the outdoor installation should be RMC rigid metal conduit.
3.3.5.6.  Demolition the old building

3.3.5.6.1. The contractor shall demolish the old water building once the new
installation completed.
3.3.5.6.2. The contractor shall remove and dispose all the electrical and

plumbing connection related with the old installation.

34. AFTER IMPLEMENTATION
3.4.1. The contractor shall clean all the project areas clean from debris and leftover
materials.
3.4.2. The contractor shall remove any excess dirt and shall fill as needed with clean
material. No trash or construction residue will be allowed.

3.5.4. Work must comply with US Army Corps of Engineers (ACOE) Safety and Health
Requirements Manual EM 385-1-1 and contract needs to reference the Department
of State Acquisition Regulations (DOSAR) Safety Clause.

3.6. ADMINISTRATION

3.6.1. POINT OF CONTACT (POC): The Contractor shall appoint a project manager
to act on behalf of the Contractor as the (POC) for all communications between the
Contractor and (COR).

3.6.2. CONTRACTING OFFICER’S REPRESENTATIVE (COR): The designated
COR for this Task Order is the Facilities Manager (FM). All administrative matters,
and requests for technical clarifications and assistance regarding this Task Order
shall be directed to the (FM).

3.6.3. PAYMENTS: Invoice shall be submitted to the (COR) upon completion of all
works and after handing it over to the (COR). The invoice shall include the contract
number.

3.6.4. TERMINATION: If, for convenience to the Embassy, any phase or task of the
delivery order is deemed unfeasible by the Embassy, the United States Government
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may at this point pay the Contractor of this project for the work done to date and
terminate the remaining portion of the delivery order.

3.6.5. The Contractor shall NOT conduct any work that is beyond this Statement of
Work (SOW) unless directed in writing by the Contracting Officer (COR). Any
work done by the Contractor beyond this (SOW) without direction from the (COR)
will be at the Contractor’s own risk and at no cost to the Government.

3.7. WORKMANSHIP
3.7.1. Workers working on the site shall be skilled in their job and have related job
experience.
3.8. WORKING HOURS

3.8.1. Working hours shall be 8:00 A.M. to 4:300P.M Sunday to Thursday.

3.8.2. No work shall be done during holidays without prior approval of the Contracting
Officer.

3.8.3. The embassy’s current holiday schedule is attached in the Appendix.

3.9. PROPOSAL SUBMITTAL
3.9.1. proposal shall be submitted to: GSO Officer, U.S. Embassy Djibouti.

3.10. REQUIREMENTS AND DELIVERABLES

3.10.1. The Contractor shall submit a list of personnel with ID type and numbers to the
COR within 1 week of notice to proceed. Security clearances shall be completed on
all personnel prior to being granted access to the embassy commencement of work.
Security clearances may take several weeks to more than a month.

3.10.2. The Contractor shall inform and provide in writing transportation details (vehicle
registration number, driver's name, and date of delivery) to the COR at least 24
hours in advance for material deliveries.

3.10.3. Contractor shall give workers names at least 5 days in advance to get the security
clearance. All the workers shall have an official photo ID or photo ID with the
company name on it.

3.10.4. A Site Visit shall be completed no later than 1 week after Notice to Proceed
(NTP).

(4) Telecommunications or video surveillance equipment or services produced or
provided by an entity that the Secretary of Defense, in consultation with the Director of National
Intelligence or the Director of the Federal Bureau of Investigation, reasonably believes to be an
entity owned or controlled by, or otherwise connected to, the government of a covered foreign
country.

Critical technology means—

(1) Defense articles or defense services included on the United States Munitions List set
forth in the International Traffic in Arms Regulations under subchapter M of chapter I of title 22,
Code of Federal Regulations;

(2) Items included on the Commerce Control List set forth in Supplement No. 1 to part
774 of the Export Administration Regulations under subchapter C of chapter VII of title 15,
Code of Federal Regulations, and controlled-

(1) Pursuant to multilateral regimes, including for reasons relating to national security,
chemical and biological weapons proliferation, nuclear nonproliferation, or missile technology;
or

(i1) For reasons relating to regional stability or surreptitious listening;

(3) Specially designed and prepared nuclear equipment, parts and components, materials,
software, and technology covered by part 810 of title 10, Code of Federal Regulations (relating
to assistance to foreign atomic energy activities);

(4) Nuclear facilities, equipment, and material covered by part 110 of title 10, Code of
Federal Regulations (relating to export and import of nuclear equipment and material);

(5) Select agents and toxins covered by part 331 of title 7, Code of Federal Regulations,

Interconnection arrangements means arrangements governing the physical connection of two
or more networks to allow the use of another's network to hand off traffic where it is ultimately
delivered (e.g., connection of a customer of telephone provider A to a customer of telephone
company B) or sharing data and other information resources.

Reasonable inquiry means an inquiry designed to uncover any information in the entity's
possession about the identity of the producer or provider of covered telecommunications
equipment or services used by the entity that excludes the need to include an internal or third-
party audit.

Roaming means cellular communications services (e.g., voice, video, data) received from a
visited network when unable to connect to the facilities of the home network either because
signal coverage is too weak or because traffic is too high.
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Substantial or essential component means any component necessary for the proper function
or performance of a piece of equipment, system, or service.

contract number; the order number(s), if applicable; supplier name; supplier unique entity
identifier (if known); supplier Commercial and Government Entity (CAGE) code (if known);

wholesaler number); item description; and any readily available information about mitigation
actions undertaken or recommended.

Rica, Dominican Republic, El Salvador, Guatemala, Honduras, Korea (Republic of), Mexico,
Morocco, Nicaragua, Oman, Panama, Peru, or Singapore);

(3) A least developed country (Afghanistan, Angola, Bangladesh, Benin, Bhutan, Burkina
Faso, Burundi, Cambodia, Central African Republic, Chad, Comoros, Democratic Republic of
Congo, Djibouti, Equatorial Guinea, Eritrea, Ethiopia, Gambia, Guinea, Guinea-Bissau, Haiti,
Kiribati, Laos, Lesotho, Liberia, Madagascar, Malawi, Mali, Mauritania, Mozambique, Nepal,
Niger, Rwanda, Samoa, Sao Tome and Principe, Senegal, Sierra Leone, Solomon Islands,
Somalia, South Sudan, Tanzania, Timor-Leste, Togo, Tuvalu, Uganda, Vanuatu, Yemen, or
Zambia); or

(4) A Caribbean Basin country (Antigua and Barbuda, Aruba, Bahamas, Barbados,
Belize, Bonaire, British Virgin Islands, Curacao, Dominica, Grenada, Guyana, Haiti, Jamaica,
Montserrat, Saba, St. Kitts and Nevis, St. Lucia, St. Vincent and the Grenadines, Sint Eustatius,
Sint Maarten, or Trinidad and Tobago).

Designated country construction material means a construction material that is a WTO GPA
country construction material, an FTA country construction material, a least developed country
construction material, or a Caribbean Basin country construction material.

Domestic construction material means the following:

(1) An unmanufactured construction material mined or produced in the United States.
(The Buy American statute applies.)
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(2) A manufactured construction material that is manufactured in the United States and, if
the construction material consists wholly or predominantly of iron or steel, the iron or steel was
produced in the United States. (Section 1605 of the Recovery Act applies.)

Foreign construction material means a construction material other than a domestic
construction material.

Free trade agreement (FTA) country construction material means a construction
material that-

(1) Is wholly the growth, product, or manufacture of an FTA country; or

(2) In the case of a construction material that consists in whole or in part of materials
from another country, has been substantially transformed in an FTA country into a new and
different construction material distinct from the materials from which it was transformed.

Least developed country construction material means a construction material that-
(1) Is wholly the growth, product, or manufacture of a least developed country; or

(2) In the case of a construction material that consists in whole or in part of materials
from another country, has been substantially transformed in a least developed country into a new
and different construction material distinct from the materials from which it was transformed.

Manufactured construction material means any construction material that is
not unmanufactured construction material.

Nondesignated country means a country other than the United States or a designated country.
Recovery Act designated country means any of the following countries:

(1) A World Trade Organization Government Procurement Agreement (WTO GPA)
country (Armenia, Aruba, Australia, Austria, Belgium, Bulgaria, Canada, Croatia, Cyprus, Czech
Republic, Denmark, Estonia, Finland, France, Germany, Greece, Hong Kong, Hungary, Iceland,
Ireland, Israel, Italy, Japan, Korea (Republic of), Latvia, Liechtenstein, Lithuania, Luxembourg,
Malta, Moldova, Montenegro, Netherlands, New Zealand, Norway, Poland, Portugal, Romania,
Singapore, Slovak Republic, Slovenia, Spain, Sweden, Switzerland, Taiwan, Ukraine, or United
Kingdom);

(2) A Free Trade Agreement country (FTA) (Australia, Bahrain, Chile, Colombia, Costa
Rica, Dominican Republic, El Salvador, Guatemala, Honduras, Korea (Republic of), Mexico,
Morocco, Nicaragua, Oman, Panama, Peru, or Singapore); or

(3) A least developed country (Afghanistan, Angola, Bangladesh, Benin, Bhutan, Burkina
Faso, Burundi, Cambodia, Central African Republic, Chad, Comoros, Democratic Republic of
Congo, Djibouti, Equatorial Guinea, Eritrea, Ethiopia, Gambia, Guinea, Guinea-Bissau, Haiti,
Kiribati, Laos, Lesotho, Liberia, Madagascar, Malawi, Mali, Mauritania, Mozambique, Nepal,
Niger, Rwanda, Samoa, Sao Tome and Principe, Senegal, Sierra Leone, Solomon Islands,
Somalia, South Sudan, Tanzania, Timor-Leste, Togo, Tuvalu, Uganda, Vanuatu, Yemen, or
Zambia).
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Recovery Act designated country construction material means a construction material that is
a WTO GPA country construction material, an FTA country construction material, or a least
developed country construction material.

Steel means an alloy that includes at least 50 percent iron, between 0.02 and 2 percent
carbon, and may include other elements.

United States means the 50 States, the District of Columbia, and outlying areas.

Unmanufactured construction material means raw material brought to the construction site
for incorporation into the building or work that has not been-

(1) Processed into a specific form and shape; or

(2) Combined with other raw material to create a material that has different properties
than the properties of the individual raw materials.

WTO GPA country construction material means a construction material that-
(1) Is wholly the growth, product, or manufacture of a WTO GPA country; or

(2) In the case of a construction material that consists in whole or in part of materials
from another country, has been substantially transformed in a WTO GPA country into a new and
different construction material distinct from the materials from which it was transformed.

(b) Construction materials.

(1) The restrictions of section 1605 of the American Recovery and Reinvestment Act of
2009 (Pub. L. 111-5) (Recovery Act) do not apply to Recovery Act designated
country manufactured construction material. The restrictions of the Buy American statute do not
apply to designated country unmanufactured construction material. Consistent with U.S.
obligations under international agreements, this clause implements-

(1) Section 1605 of the Recovery Act by requiring, unless an exception applies, that

(B) The cost of domestic unmanufactured construction material is unreasonable
when the cost of such material exceeds the cost of comparable foreign unmanufactured
construction material, other than designated country construction material, by more than 20
percent;

(i1) The construction material is not mined, produced, or manufactured in the United
States in sufficient and reasonably available commercial quantities of a satisfactory quality; or

(ii1) The application of the restriction of section 1605 of the Recovery Act to a
particular manufactured construction material would be inconsistent with the public interest or
the application of the Buy American statute to a particular unmanufactured construction
material would be impracticable or inconsistent with the public interest.

(¢) Request for determination of inapplicability of section 1605 of the Recovery Act or the
Buy American statute.

(D

(1) Any Contractor request to use foreign construction material in accordance with
paragraph (b)(4) of this clause shall include adequate information for Government evaluation of
the request, including-

(A) A description of the foreign and domestic construction materials;
(B) Unit of measure;

(C) Quantity;

(D) Cost;

(E) Time of delivery or availability;

(F) Location of the construction project;

(G) Name and address of the proposed supplier; and

(H) A detailed justification of the reason for use of foreign construction
materials cited in accordance with paragraph (b)(4) of this clause.

(i1) A request based on unreasonable cost shall include a reasonable survey of the
market and a completed cost comparison table in the format in paragraph (d) of this clause.

(ii1) The cost of construction material shall include all delivery costs to
the construction site and any applicable duty.

(iv) Any Contractor request for a determination submitted after contract
award shall explain why the Contractor could not reasonably foresee the need for such
determination and could not have requested the determination before contract award. If the
Contractor does not submit a satisfactory explanation, the Contracting Officer need not make a
determination.

(2) If the Government determines after contract award that an exception to section 1605
of the Recovery Act or the Buy American statute applies and the Contracting Officer and the
Contractor negotiate adequate consideration, the Contracting Officer will modify the contract to
allow use of the foreign construction material.

(3) Unless the Government determines that an exception to section 1605 of the Recovery
Act or the Buy American statute applies, use of foreign construction material other
than manufactured construction material from a Recovery Act designated
country or unmanufactured construction material from a designated country is noncompliant
with the applicable statute.

To permit evaluation of requests under paragraph (c) of this clause based on
unreasonable cost, the Contractor shall include the following information and any applicable
supporting data based on the survey of suppliers:
